Last year Sunstar members dived on the wreck of a
submarine about 20 miles off the coast of Felixstowe
which we believe to be the E30, a British First World War
submarine that sank in 1916. Tracey wrote about the dive
in the July 2001 issue of Subscript which was
subsequently published on the Sunstar web site at
www.sunstar.org.uk.

The club has recently been contacted by Geoff Arnold
from Pangbourne in Berkshire who has a family interest
in the E30. Geoff has very kindly submitted the following
article and photograph. In return | have sent Geoff a copy
of John Cook's excellent video of the submarine takenin
excellent conditions despite the 30m depth (around 8m
visibility). We hope to dive on the submarine again this
summer when the visibility improves and will collaborate
with Geoff to find out more about it.

While searching the internet for information on the
submarine E30, | hit a copy of your Club’s Newsletter for
July, 2001. What caught my attention was the report of a
dive on a ‘mysterious submarine’ lying 20 miles off
Felixstowe and which might possibly be the E30. The
author, Tracey Skirrow, had reflected on the identity of
the crew and their relatives and | thought | should make
contact.

I should explain that | am a family historian/genealogist.
When my maternal grandmother died, | inherited a
number of old photographs including one of a group of 5
sailors. There was no clues as to the identity of the sailors
other than their cap-bands which bore the name "HMS
Maidstone”. Over time, | learned that on the death of their
mother, my grandmother and her sister had been taken in
by other families. My great-aunt had been cared for by a
Mr and Mrs Alf Hand of Balham, London. Alf Hand,
who was the caretaker at a Balham school, had had a son
who had tragically died in a submarine during WW1.

Research a the Commonwealth Wargraves Commission
revealed that the son's name was A/S Alfred Henry Hand
(J/16364) of H.M. Submarine E30 who had died on

Wednesday 22" November, 1916 at the age of 21.
Further research on the internet produced some additional
technical information on the submarine (which | assume
your Club already has) while the Royal Navy Submarine
Museum in Gosport has kindly provided me with the
following brief history of the submarine.

The E30 was laid down in December 1914 by Sir W.G.
Armstrong Whitworth & Co Ltd of Newcastle-upon-Tyne.
She was launched on 29" June 1915 and commissioned on
8" December 1915. In that month, she joined the 10"
Flotilla with depot ship HMS Titania at Blyth for North
Sea patrols off Norway. On 9" January 1916, while
patrolling off Norway, she suffered an explosion in her
battery compartment which resulted in the death of 4 crew
members and several others injured. There is a memorial
at Blyth to those killed in the battery explosion. In June
1916, she was transferred to Harwich to join the g
Flotilla (formerly 8" Flotilla) with depot ships HMS
Maidstone and HMS Forth for North Sea patrols. On the
18" May 1916, she sank the German ship “Trave’ while
on patrol in the Kattegat, by gunfire. On 15™ November
1916, the E30 left Harwich and was lost “possibly due to
mine” off Orford Ness.

According to “Beneath the Waves’ by A.S. Evans, the
E30 left Harwich to patrol between 54°N and 53 °25'N
and between 3°30'E and 4°E. While her loss was
attributed to a mine in the Heligoland Blight, there is a
possibility that E30 struck a mine off Orford Ness in a
minefield which was not located until 25" November.




Two minefields, each of a dozen mines, were sown there
during the month and claimed the sinking of two
minesweeping trawlers (Burnley and Trevani) on 25"
November and 3 December respectively. The author
suggests that the same minefield might also have been
responsible for the loss of submarine E37.

As for the identity of her crew, the RN Submarine
Museum was able to provide the following information.
The Commanding Officer of the E30 from November
1915 until her loss was Lt. Commander Geoffrey N.
Biggs. In addition her CO, the following crew members

were lost in November 1916:

We all know that the deeper you dive the greater the
pressure, which increases by one atmosphere (bar) for
every 10 metres of water depth. The effects of gasses
under pressure are determined by the gas lavs which are
used to determine the oxygen (and helium) mix to use for
planning Nitrox and Trimix dives.

Boyle's Law states. "For afixed mass of gas at constant
temperature the pressure exerted by that gasisinversely
proportional the volume of the container.”

Dalton's Law of partial pressures states"In a mixture of
gasses the pressure exerted by a particular gasis the same
asif that gas occupied the container alone."

In plain English this meansthat if one gasis pumped into
acontainer to exert apressure “P” of 1 bar and ancther
gasis pumped into that container to raise the pressure
withinit to aP of 5 bar the partial pressure of the first gas
will still be 1 bar and the partial pressure of the second gas
will be 4 bar.

The partial pressure of oxygen (pp O,) isitsfraction, (f
O,) multiplied by the total pressure; - Air contains an fO,
of about 0.21 or 21%. At 1 bar ambient pressure, the pp
O, isof course 0.21 bar. At 2 bar, it is0.42 bar and so on.
For nitrogen the same applies being 0.79 bar at surface
pressure. This alows us to cal culate the maximum depth a
diver can safely use air, or any other gas mixture, before it
becomestoxic. Oxygen istoxic with app O, in excess of
1.4 bar and nitrogen becomes so narcatic it is unsafe to
use with app N greater than 4 bar.

So what are safe depths?

Thistells usthat air can be used to 57 metres without any
risks of oxygen toxicity but air becomes dangerously
narcotic at any depth greater than 41 metres. Mixed gas
diving optimises the partial pressures of both oxygen and
nitrogen at the target depth for safety. In the case of
Nitrox 36 the safe target depth for oxygen toxicity is 28
meters (1.4/0.36 = 3.8 bar). With an fN, of 0.64 at this
depth the pp N, is 2.4 bar (0.64 x 3.8 bar), which isless
than the pp N, of 3.0 bar of air at this depth (0.79 x 3.8).
The equivalent narcotic depth END gives some indication
of the narcatic effect of the mix simply by using the depth
at which the mix has the same pp N, aswould air.

At 28 metres, Nitrox 36 hasa pp N, of 2.4 bar, and an
END of 20 metres. (2.4/0.79 = 3.0 bar, which isthe
ambient pressure at 20 metres).

Likeadl thingsinlife, it is seldom assimple asthisin
practice, particularly if these two “ gasses’ are gas

mixtures containing different proportions of the same
gasses. Thisiswhat happens with gas blending.

How much do you understand partial pressures? Test
yourself!.

ThefO, of oxygenin air is0.209 bar but use 0.2 bar for
simplicity;

3) A tough, inelastic 10 litre plastic bag isfilled with air
on the surface and taken down to 40 metres. What is the
partial pressure of oxygen in the bag at 40 metres?

4) Now helium is slowly added to the bag to inflate it to
its 10-litre surface volume. What is the partial pressure of
oxygen in the bag?

5) If air, instead of helium, was added to the bag to inflate
it to its 10-litre surface volume. What would be the partial
pressure of oxygen in the bag?

Answers
Q1) Itis 0.2 bar.

Q2) 1tis0.2 bar. No gas has been added to the bottle and
itsthick, heavy, glassis not compressed so itsinternal
volume remains the same (as does itsinternal pressure as
in asubmarine). From Dalton's law as the same number of
molecules of oxygen till occupy the entire volume of the
container the partial pressure of oxygen must be the same
asit was on the surface.

Q3) It isl bar. The ambient pressure at 40 metersisfive
times that on the surface so all the gasses within the bag
are compressed to afifth of the surface volume with an
associated pressure five times that on the surface (Boyle's
law). The partial pressure of oxygen in the bag will be 5 x
0.2=1bar.

Q4) 1tis0.2 bar. The total pressure within the bag at all
stages of the re-inflation will equal ambient pressure (5
bar) but as the bag increases in volume Dalton and Boyle
tell usthat the partial pressure of oxygen within the bag
will be reduced from amaximum of 1 bar asthe volume
it occupies expands from 2 litresto its full 10 litre surface
volume. The bag is supported at this size by its gaseous
contents, as opposed to the solid walls of the glass bottle,
but its volume is 10 litres nonethel ess. At this point the pp
O2 will again be 0.2 bar.

Now that you' ve seen the on-line diary you might like to try something more adventurous:

The View Menu

The view menu at the top of the page can be set to Calendar, Compact, Concise, Full or Newsletter.
Select one of these and click on the Go button to see the effect. The Calendar view shows a calendar
grid with events shown as bars. This helps you plan events more easily as you can quickly see which
events are happening when. The Newsletter view showsthe listing as it appearsin the newsletter (i.e.
black and white with just the event title, no description). The other views show the diary listing in
different formats with differing amounts of detail. Try each view in turn to see the effect.



The Period Menu

The period menu lets you choose the period that is displayed. Current means all current events and
actually includes yesterday' s events so you can see what you' ve just missed. If you set the View to All,
it will show past eventstoo. The other settings allow you to view a single day, week, month or year. At
present they only alow you to view the current day, week, month or year, but thiswill be improved
soon with Next and Previous buttons.

Email Links

Some eventsin the Full view have blue names next to them. Y ou can click on one of these names to
send an Email to the person organising the event. If you try this you may be alittle surprised to see a
Log-in screen instead of your normal Email system. Thisis because the Email addresses are hidden
until you log-in. Simply enter the username and password printed on the Club Contacts sheet and you
will now find that you can click on a blue contact name to send an Email. Please keep this password
confidential - it isfor club members only.

The reason we do thisisto prevent the organiser's Email addresses being collected by automatic web
“robots' which record Email addresses from web sites and then deluge them with unwanted “spam'
mail. My own Email addresses are published on the web and | receive about 30 unwanted spam
messages every day.

Adding Events

Anybody can add their own eventsto the diary very easily and several club members are making good
use of thisfeature. For example, Peter Onion adds a "Dive and Dine' event each week and some of the
trips have a full description..

To add events you need your own username and password - you can't do it with the password printed
in the Contacts sheet. Please ask one of the administrators to set this up for you. The administrators are
listed when you click on the Help button and currently include Tracey Skirrow, Rob Spray, Mike
Saucede and myself.

Once you log in with your own username and password you will see some extra buttons. Add Event
allows you to enter the details of a new event by simply completing aform with the date, location, title
and description. In thelisting view you will also see an Edit button next to your own events, which
enables you to change them. Y ou can only change your events - you cannot change events that have
been entered by other people (except for the administrators listed above who can change any event).

M obile Phone Access

Y ou can now access club information using a WAP enabled mobile phone. Nearly al mobile phones
made in the last couple of years have WAP. On most phones it is shown in the main menu as Internet
while Nokia models show it as Services and some others call it Surf or simply WAP.

WAP was regarded as a big failure when it was launched because it was too slow, the phone displays
were very poor and the system was very slow. This has all changed now and modern phones are very
usable. If you don't believe me, buy me a beer and |1® demonstrate in the pub...

If you have a WAP enabled mobile phone you can access the Sunstar site as follows:

1. If you have never used WAP, check that WAP is set up on your mobile. Look for WAP, Internet,
Services, Surf or WAP in the menu and choose it, then choose home page. It should say connecting and
then show your service provider's default page. If not, then contact your operator for help (dial 191 on
V odafone).

2. Select GOTO URL and enter the Sunstar WAP address:

Note that you cannot view the WAP site on a PC unless you use the Opera Web Browser (Explorer and
Netscape don't understand WAP).
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3. You should see amenu like this:

The Diary provides al of the information on the web site. Select an entry and click oniit to see the full
details, including location, contact name, telephone number etc.

Click on the appropriate item and you will see alist of names. Click on the name to display full details
including address, Email, home, work and maobile numbers etc. Most modern phones will allow phone
numbers to be dialed by clicking them.

Note that the Contacts pages will prompt for a username and password the first time you use them.
These are the same as for the private area on the web site (see the Contacts Sheet or ask me for details).

The Inshore forecast gives you an up to date weather forecast from the Met. Office. Thisis particularly
useful on diving holidays where you may not have Internet access.

Please try the WAP site and let me know how you get on. Let me know which phone and network you
are using too. This has taken a huge amount of time so I'm keen to get as much feedback as possible.

Our clubisn't the first to have a WAP site but we can confidently claim to have the most sophisticated
and probably the most useful WAP site. Events can be added simultaneoudly by multiple users viathe
web and they will immediately be viewable on your mobile phone. On my fast GPRS phone | just need
to press two buttons to see the Sunstar diary and it is displayed within 2 seconds. Please ask meif you
need any help using the system or if you would like a demonstration.

The Future

I am now working on extending the diary system to alow the boats and the minibus to be booked by
members. This automated booking system will be linked to the diary and will automatically notify the
relevant people when a booking is made.

| am also hoping to provide asimilar system to enable club members to add news, for sale itemsand
dive site details to the web site. Thiswill enable any club member to update the web site by simply
filling in aform without worrying about the complexities of HTML and FTP (don't worry if you don't
know what they are - you don' t need to know). It will also provide the club with a useful way of
archiving data for the future. Two club members have already started using the system for their own
personal diary, which they can access from any computer or WAP phone.

I plan on making this system available to other clubswhen it is finished so please let me know if you
have any comments or suggestions or if you would like to useit for another club.
