| enjoyed last October’ strip so much that |
decided to organise areturn as soon as we got
back. So | spoke with the skipper of “Miss Pattie”
John Walker and discussed some dates and posted
thetrip on the

website.

Severa people who
came last year
decided like me that
they wanted to
return so it was
booked up fairly
quickly.

We were due to stay

in the same caravan

park but it was

closed due to some

water works

refurbishment so we stayed at one just across the
road. The Seaview holiday park was even nicer as
you could walk down to the beach and there were
Nno noisy cows to wake you up.

The first dive was on a1* world war bucket
dredger, the “ St Dunston”. Y ou can ill find the
buckets on the wreck and around on the seabed.
Thewreck liesin about 30m on its starboard side.
This enabled it to be dived with a bit of current as
you could shelter behind the wreck. It isalovely
wreck fairly intact with large boilers and winches
harbouring Congers, Pollack and Bib. Severa
people came up with interesting pieces of spidge
and all except Paul Scopes (who's suit was too
tight) had an enjoyable dive.

We headed in for lunch and ice creams (it's
obligatory in Lyme) and a bit of a sunbathe asthe
weather was once again excellent.

Second dive was areturn to the “ Baygitano” that
we did twice last year, everyone was happy to
revisit this flatter more broken up wreck asit hasa
lot going for it. Sitting in 20m you get plenty of
natural light so growth and critters abound and the
photographers got to work again. There were
Blennies and Wrasse as well aslarge Congersin
the horizontal funnels aswell as Bib, Crabs and
Lobsters etc.

Day two started with another wreck called the
“Gibel Hamam” which was a 1% world war wreck.
Intact apart from a hole near the bow and upright
sitting in 35m. The stern was particularly nice
with its old-fashioned prop and deep rudder

covered in Dead men’ sfingers and Annenomes.
Helen caught a nice Plaice and found an anchor
for Calypso, several people picked up pieces of
brightly coloured crockery (don't forget to register
it) and other bits and piecesincluding a bone
handled knife handle.

Thelast dive was the Tesco ledges, a gentle drift
along arock wall that stands 3-6m off the sea bed
and runs for about ¥2 mile or more, with cracks
and ledges all
aongitisfull
of Shrimps,
Crabsincluding
some big
Spiders, small
fish, big fish,
Dogfish and the
odd Cuittlefish.
Lots of Wrasse
especially once
you go over the
top of the wall
into about 6m
where there are large boulders with kelp beds.
After 45 mins we did just that and drifted over
Mussel beds and seabed with other rock
formations giving yet more habitat to Crabs etc.
One thing that severa of us noticed were the
debris of shellsin an Octopus like heap, we
decided that this must be a superb spot for anight
dive to see these nocturnal hunters and the skipper
confirmed that the local club does just that.

Sadly this was probably my last club trip aswe
emigrate to Oz in August but we thoroughly
enjoyed the trip and the company. | look forward
to seeing your Octopi photos when you next go to
Lyme and do that night dive, I'm sureit won't be
too long.

I'll et you know how the diving is around Hervey
Bay (the whale watching capital) in Southern
Queendand, | know the Nudibranchs out of Noosa
are awesome and there is areef just off the beach
at Point Vernon.

Our return to Wales was planned ever since we
enjoyed aweek there a couple of years ago. That
was the pioneering trip with Calypso and although
we hoped to take the boat this was a smaller group
and it seemed simpler to book aloca boat. The
forecast and weather in the preceding week were
far from perfect but we (and David) decided that
tolet Bill Gilesrun our livesjust wasn't on and
that we' d go come what may.

Pembroke is about the same distance from Suffolk
as the Farnes and although further than our usual
South West coast haunts it’s a better drive — under
six hours M25 willing.

We arrived in plenty of time and went to meet
Brian the boatman in the Griffinin Dale... We ate
and drank but somehow missed him, but he came
to diveshop after breakfast. The news wasn't
good, howling winds still in force and expected to
continue for most of the weekend. We dumped the
dive gear indoors and headed for the beach.

Pembroke has some of the best surfing beachesin
Britain and was the ideal place for usto give our
inflatable body board some exercise. We had
Broad Haven to ourselves as the cheerful
lifeguard girls huddled together in their Mini
Metro. We had awhale of atime and ignored the
allegedly force 8 winds...

The following day we ventured further up the
coast, watched the massed L ifeguards of Wales
battling the breeze at St David' s before
investigating the ‘largest aguarium in South West
Wales' in the town nearby —it was grim. We
compensated with some more surfing in Newgale,
it was great with plenty of good surf, sand and no
rocks.

We were starting the make plans to head back
early if the weather didn’t brighten when it did.
Overnight the wind disappeared and on Sunday a
smiling Brian appeared at breakfast, David would
finally get to try out his Diver's Delight breakfast
for ‘ security’.

Brian's RIB picked us up from Dale and whipped
us round to Skokholm where he chased the
pockets of dack around and settled on flag reef.
The vis was adeguate for the 3 of usto dive as
group but far from crystal. We worked down the
rock wall between the boulders and pinnacles
relieved to finally get adive. There was plenty of
life to pick out and it served as aworthwhile
chance to get to grips with my new camera. In fact
that kept me pretty busy, and the first attempts
were pretty ropey - it'sagood job Dawn had the
other one with her to get some decent pictures.

The second dive was a sort of drift aong the
channel between Skokholm and Skomer.
Conditions were similar but the terrain was more
varied and included those interesting wide
grooves in the rock with a gravely bottom which
always ook like the perfect habitat for things
which havejust left... | think it sthe bright
bottom which raises my optimism. There were the
usual things around on the rocks — lots and lots of
cup corals, big and feisty spider crabs and both
lobsters and crayfish.

Brian' s boat was about the same size as Calypso
and had a clear rear deck by dint of the original
bottle rack having been torn off at some point. He
had some very effective low-rise rails at the back
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which took up very little space and managed spare
tanks well too. Only having 3 divers on a 7m boat
hel ped somewhat.

Unfortunately David' s plans had changed during
the gales and he decided to set off back home on
Monday but with the sun out and the sea flat we
stayed and Brian's second in command, Alex,
took us out to Skomer. We dived the North Wall,
which we had dived 2 years ago but missed out on
the seal buzzing us as we made our way along
from nudibranch to flatworm to cup cord. It was a
bracing 12 degrees and the water was till alittle
stirred from the storms but there was plenty to see
and chase across the rocks. The Welsh walls seem
to have afairly even coat of grey ‘stuff’ but it
serves to make the vivid wildlife stand out al the
more — that must be some kind of evolutionary
cock up!

The plan was to stay out for two dives and we
would have stayed happily zipped into our
drysuits but Alex tucked the boat into Martin’s
Haven over lunch and the temptation of the toilets
proved too much and we all went ashore to admire
the facilities. It'sa good spot for ashore dive

(which we enjoyed | ast time) and also the
boarding point for the ferry to Skomer.

The second dive was at High Point just along
from Martin’s Haven towards Little Haven. Much
to everyone's surprise the vis was better than on
Skomer and we had a very pleasant dive with
even more nudibranches and candy striped
flatworms in almost plague proportions. The
sleepy dogfish we had enjoyed in 2002 were
waiting for us and the spider crabs were
impressively spindly, some must have been 3 feet
across and they really did seem less wimpy than
usual —they even stood up tall to scare us.

All of the dives ended with an ascent through a
good range of jellyfish and they are just about the
most difficult things there are to get pictures of.
Being transparent the cameras don’t find much to
focus on and they won't sit still. Dawn even
managed to get some pictures of the little comb
jellies with their iridescent bands but | think it'll
be pure luck if we manage to snap a sea
gooseberry. The bigger moon jelliesare
completely harmless and the slightly more butch
stingers caused no grief.

Thetide was out when we came back and so there
was arelay ashore to unload the kit and we had a
smooth run home. It was a shame we missed a
little diving but we enjoyed snooping around the
areaand will definitely count the surfing at Broad
Haven and Newgal e among the highlights of the
trip.

Arrangements:

For the small group (we were joined by David's
wife Lesley) we didn’t book a big house but took
B& B rooms adjoining the dive centre — very
spacious and quiet —with room for upto 9 if we
convince you to come out to Pembroke next year.

Staying at West Wales Divers meant air and
Nitrox were available over breakfast and there
was no problem with the shop closing for fills.
Brian of DivePembs seemsto pretty much use it
as the base for his business too and so we didn’t
have to chase anyone.

It's a6 hour drive whether you' re in something
small and responsible or an enormous uberwagen
but isafairly easy trip with major roads most of
the way.

1 We'd taken our back seats out to carry all our kit, so
we were very glad of David’s limousine!
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Y ou're going where?, they asked at work. Half
way between Borneo and west Papual replied —
an idand called Sulawesi. The foreign office
travel website offered information about the risks,
earthquake, floods, civil unrest, kidnap and
malaria, pretty much afull house of potential
threats. Not to be put off by such things, any diver
knows this area as probably the richest, most
diverse marine environment on the planet.
Someone said thisis where god put al the animals
he got wrong, the most bizarre, colourful and
weird creatures you will ever find.

Even the check out dive in the Lembeh Strait
introduces the diver to the fabulous world of
muck diving at its best. Dropping to the volcanic
black sandy bottom at the hairball divesite with
the assorted detritus washed down from Bitung
harbour and container port, it is clear that awealth
of unusual life flourishes in spite of man/s
carelessness. Paint pots, beer cans and old kettles
become homesto all kinds of fish, shrimp and
slug; sponges give camouflage to brightly
coloured frogfish waiting to ambush ameal. It
takes a short while to become accustomed to this
environment and train your eyes to notice the
shape, shine, silhouette, colour or pattern that will
give the creature away.

A clump of yellow agae concealed a painted
frogfish and alittle movement compromised the
pegasus sea moth asit crawled on its fins. Under
the police pier you can find a shoal of the endemic
banggia cardinafish. All sitesin the strait will
yield the wonderful and weird: 20 species of
nudibranch, robust and ornate ghostpi pefish:
wartskin, giant, hairy and longlure types

of frogfish, scorpionfish — leaf, ambon and devil;
fingered dragonets, slasher and smasher mantis
shrimp; plucked chicken pygmy seahorse, banded

sea snakes and the ringed, winged, shortailed and
orangebanded varieties of pipefish to name afew.

The liveaboard AOcean RoverAwas temporary
home for the next ten days. Thislarge steel boat
was built in Phuket in 2000 and offers supreme
comfort for 16 divers. Asthis wasthe inaugural
voyage around north Sulawesi there were only 9
guests and most of us were blessed with our own
cabin. These luxury trips appeal to awell
travelled, mainly American/Canadian clientele
although there was one other Brit on board. |
found that nearly everyone was a solo traveller (
my Canadian buddy from the Sudan border trip in
March has not forgiven me yet ( written up in last
subscript ))

The boat operates up to five dives aday and has
nitrox 32 available for those suitably qualified.
Food isamix of Thai and western and most dives
arerelatively shallow and long; most of uswerein
the water for 4to 5 hoursaday and if you want
solo diving is alowed. Two ribs are used to get to
the sites and winched up on the low transom
AvhaledeckAat night or when the boat is steaming.
Y ou build your kit on atank once at the beginning
of thetrip and then itsfilled by awhip in-situ. The
schedule worked up around the north west coast
past Bunaken island, the flat one, Manado Tuathe
pointy one and then north, 50 or so nautical miles
up to Sangiheisland. Thisareaisjust full of
volcanoes and thick verdant rainforest coversall
up to the smoking summits. Recent eruptions are
obvious and commonplace and red orange lava
glows can be seen at night around some of the
craters. We dived an underwater vent where

sul phurous gases escaping made a jacuzzi for our
amusement. Even on very recent lava skree life
returns fast; we spotted an unusua red and white
reticul ated snake edl in his new burrow.

Water is apleasant 27 degrees here and viz is not
often disappointing, a 3mm suit isfine and as
usual here there are no DIN connections to the
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cylinders so donA forget the clamp. The further
north you go the larger the fish. Diving a site
called Apot XAin 2 knots of current, | jammed my
reef hook into the rocks and waited. Tuna and
Bonito shining like chromed items of 50/
automotive americana and a shoal of pelagic
chevron barracuda filled my field of view and one
silvertip shark came back twice to check us out,
close enough to see the texture of its skin and the
detail initseye.

After the boat cruise | returned to the Lembeh St
and dived shorebased. |An not afan of house
reefs, they/Ae often smashed to bits by novice
Italians, the fish frightened and everything
covered in st - but the Murex offering was
excellent. Just 50m from shore in 15m of water
we waited until dusk; in the halo of the torch
beam the satin colours of mandarin fish stirred
then rose from the bottom, cheek to cheek,
fabulous! Two males had afight and the loser,
during his escape got the prize and mated with the
female. In nature the winner does not necessarily
take al.

It takes 19 hours of flying to get here. My
schedule on Malaysian airlines went via Kuala
Lumpur then to Kota Kinabalu for a short stop
then finally Manado. Either end of the trip |
stayed at the family oriented Tasik Ria hotel for
one night, They do have dayboat diving here but
do the standard two tank dives at Bunaken.

Tripwas5— 22 June, | logged 41 dives and the
photos are by Hans Tibboul, one of the guides.
